1.  Call to Order 
The meeting of the Joint Youth Education and Information Subcommittee was called to order by Chairman Scott George at approximately 12:45 p.m. on Friday, February 8, 2008.

Scott George, chairman, welcomed attendees and explained that the purpose of the meeting was to review FY2008 programs and evaluate the current school nutrition environment and implications for 2009 youth programs.  
1. Approval of Minutes and Agenda
Following member and guest introductions, Scott called for corrections to the minutes from the meeting held July 19.  With none suggested, a motion was made by Garry Wiley, seconded by Marcia Callaway, and passed to approve the minutes as submitted.  
Scott asked for a review of the agenda.  A motion was made by Lavinia Sartwelle, seconded by Lyndell Whipps, and passed to approve the agenda of the Joint Youth Education and Information Subcommittee meeting of February 8, 2008.
2.  Supplemental Funding from National Cattlemen’s Foundation
Forrest Roberts, National Cattlemen’s Foundation, presented on the foundation’s mission and responsibilities.  The foundation has an interest in fundraising for the Youth Education program area but needs more time to develop a strategic path.  Further discussions about funding will ensue between July and October, 2008.

3.  Subcommittee Mission and responsibilities

Vice Chairman, Dianne Kirkbride, reviewed the mission and responsibilities of the subcommittee.  She explained that the subcommittee supports the nutrition strategy by providing strategic guidance for programs directed toward youth, particularly those within the school environment.
4.  Youth Authorization Request Evaluation

Chairman Scott George introduced Rich Otley, Director of Evaluations at the Cattlemen’s Beef Board, who reported on the Youth Authorization Request evaluation.  Rich also announced an audit of the Youth Education program area in 2008.  

5.  Program Update
Mary K. Young and Sara Christmas, NCBA staff, provided an update on current youth programs as well as results from FY2007.  Areas discussed were:
· Youth nutrition materials – Enriching Family Mealtimes, Choose Well, Meet the Power Foods Mini Lessons which are available to youth gatekeepers and provide the connection between classrooms and registered dietitians.

· Status of classroom curriculum programs – Celebrate America, Beef in Brief, Caretakers All, MyPyramid and MyPyramid for Kids materials.  All materials are updated and currently in stock. 
· Status of School Wellness Kit or School Nutrition Kit – Production on the tool kit has resumed with completion projected to be summer 2008.

· School Wellness Seminar program launch – pilot launching in March 2008.  Seminars will link classrooms and nutrition by promoting wellness initiatives into the everyday school setting.

· Youth Website Communication – Announced the addition of two new sites, www.school-wellness.org and www.family-mealtimes.org.  Current sites, www.teachfree.com and www.zip4tweens.com have been updated and continue to serve increasing numbers. 

5.  Discussion and Voting on Youth Education Planning Factors
Committee members were presented with and discussed seven current planning factors facing the Youth Education program area and how these factors could positively affect the Long Range Plan.  Committee members then voted on the planning factors, based on their importance and ability to impact.  The vote is as follows:
