Agenda

Ken Stielow moved and Laurie Bryant seconded approval of the meeting agenda as presented.  Motion passed.
Discuss CBB’s Policy Concerning Natural Beel Promotion and Research
Wayne Watkinson reviewed the definitions of organic, naturally raised, and natural as they relate to beef.
Tom Ramey reviewed the current CBB policies and guidelines which relate to differentiation of beef products.  Jay O’Brien moved and Mark Riechers seconded a motion to accept CBB’s draft policy regarding differentiation of beef products.

Gary Voogt presented the National Cattlemen’s Beef Association perspective on the Checkoff’s Role.  Chairman Bateman then entertained comments from:  Kendal Frazier, NCBA; Les Hardesty and David Pelzer, Dairy Management Inc.; and Bo Reagan, NCBA.  Discussion.
The above motion was withdrawn.
Patti Brumbach, Washington State Beef Commission, expressed the need for new scientific attributes of beef raised using different methods.
The meeting recessed at 5:30 p.m. for dinner.  Meeting reconvened at 7:35 p.m.

Laurie Bryant moved and Mark Riechers seconded a motion to revise the CBB policy regarding differentiating beef products from other beef products.  Motion withdrawn.  Discussion.

Minutes

Tom Jones moved and Sugie Sartwelle seconded approval of the July 17, 2007 meeting minutes and the August 6, 2007 conference call minutes as presented.  Motion passed.
Financial Report

Neil Kayser, CBB Secretary/Treasurer, presented the Beef Board’s financial statements for the period ending August 2007.
Operating Committee Report

CBB Chairman Ken Stielow reviewed the Operating Committee meeting which Executive Committee members attended.  Mr. Stielow presented the FY 2008 agreement to be executed with the industry organizations which receive funding for authorization requests.  The Operating Committee accepted the agreement as presented.   Dana Hauck moved and Laurie Bryant seconded a motion to ratify the Operating Committee actions.  Motion passed. 
Administrative Services Agreement

Tom Ramey reviewed the 2008 Administrative Services Agreement between CBB and NCBA.  Tom Jones moved and Charles Miller seconded a motion to approve the agreement as presented.  Motion passed.
Status of State Marketing Plans

Steve Barratt reported that all marketing plans received have been reviewed for compliance with the Act & Order.  Arkansas had been granted an extension.
Status of State Audit Reports

Tom Ramey reported that Indiana had been granted an extension.  Several financial reports are due in October.  There are no outstanding issues at this time.
Brand or Trade Name Reference Report

Jay O’Brien moved and Mark Riechers seconded a motion to direct USMEF to submit all brand or trade name references to CBB for prior approval.  Motion passed.
National Promotions

· National Cattlemen’s Beef Association requested approval for two headlines as part of the “Beef. It’s What’s for Dinner” campaign. 

· National Cattlemen’s Beef Association requested approval for a partnership with Harris Teeter Supermarkets to promote Harris Teeter Rancher Beef.  

· National Cattlemen’s Beef Association requested approval for a partnership with Applebee’s International, Inc.   The campaign theme of “Applebee’s Steakhouse Selections” will feature Sirloin, Ribeye, New York Strip, and two Chopped Steak items. 

· National Cattlemen’s Beef Association requested approval for a partnership with Rock Bottom Restaurants, Inc. to promote featuring signature and new steak items.  
State Promotions

· Iowa Beef Industry Council requested approval for a partnership with Hormel, Burke, Tyson, and Advance Brands Fast Fix-in during the Iowa State Fair.   
· Washington State Beef Commission requested approval for a partnership promoting the Flat Iron Steak at Quality Food Centers. 

· Washington State Beef Commission requested approval for a partnership promoting the Double R Ranch Cougar Burgers and Cougar Beef Franks at Albertson’s. 

· New York Beef Industry Council requested approval for partnerships involving a beef promotion display during their New York State Fair. 

· Idaho Beef Council requested approval for a partnership with AB Foods for the sampling of one new beef value cut at Idaho Fred Meyer stores. 

Charles Miller moved and Sugie Sartwelle seconded a motion to ratify the brand or trade name references for these promotions as presented.  Motion passed.

Acknowledgement Guidelines
Rick Husted, NCBA, and Rich Otley, CBB, requested guidance from the Executive Committee on some recent acknowledgement issues.  Discussion.  Jay O’Brien moved and Dave Bateman seconded a motion to amend the guidelines to include the sentence, “If there is an exception it is fine to remove ‘funded by’ as long as the contractor’s name does not appear on the document.  Motion withdrawn.  Discussion.  
Jay O’Brien moved and Ken Stielow seconded a motion to amend the acknowledgement guidelines to include the following sentence at the end of paragraph 2: “In situations involving outside partners, use of the logo only or a slight variation of the language may be appropriate if no contractor references are used”.  Motion passed.
Other Business

Chairman Bateman indicated that summer conference evaluations were printed in the book and that 45 evaluations have been received to date—the largest number of responses recorded for one meeting.  CBB staff was directed to share CBB’s meeting evaluations with the Federation and obtain the Federation critiques to share with the CBB Executive Committee and Administration Subcommittee.  
Mr. Bateman reminded the Committee of future Executive Committee meeting dates.
Tom Ramey distributed a draft copy of USMEF’s strategic plan and the Executive Committee directed Tom to communicate Committee member comments to USMEF.

Tom Ramey reported that weekly checkoff program updates, “Checking in on the Checkoff”  will be sent electronically to all current and former CBB members starting on September 28, 2007.
