Meeting with Joint Human Nutrition Research Committee 11:15 am – 12:45 pm
Greg Hilgeman, Chairman of the Human Nutrition Research Committee and Mike Cline, Chairman of the Joint Nutrition & Health Committee welcomed members of both committees.    The purpose of bringing the two committees together was to review Meat Case of the Future and Dietary Guidelines 2010 initiatives.  

Guy Johnson, PhD, presented the findings from the white papers he wrote on behalf of the beef checkoff for heart disease, weight management, aging and cognition.  Staff updated both committees on the environmental shifts since winter meeting and plans for moving forward with research and influencer relations programs.  
The joint meeting between the Human Nutrition Research and Nutrition & Health Committees recessed at 1:00 pm.

The meeting of the Joint Nutrition & Health Committee was called to order by Mike Cline, Chairman, at 4:15 pm.
1. Welcome & Introductions

Chairman, Mike Cline opened the meeting by discussing the importance of the joint meeting with the Nutrition Research committee held earlier in the day.  The two committees need to work closely together to achieve the Long Range Plan goals by 2010.  Introductions of the subcommittee leadership, committee members and guests followed.

2. Approval of the Minutes

Three committee members’ names (Terry Detrick, Jerry King and Andrea Hutchison) were added to the “members present” list.  Motion made by James Rhein, seconded by Dianne Kirkbride, passed, to approve the minutes, with additions, of the Joint Nutrition & Health Committee meeting held February 3, 2006.
3. Subcommittee Reports and Actions 
Joint Health Professional Influencers Subcommittee chair Pat Blum reported on the meeting of the subcommittee.  The subcommittee discussed the progress of FY 2005 programs including the marketing of The Healthy Beef Cookbook, a partnership with The American Dietetic Association, two influencer events, CWNS activities, and the Naturally Nutrient Rich strategy.  The subcommittee discussed two authorization requests (AR) and acted on the following: 

· Discussed & recommended for funding the Nutrition Influencers AR (tactic 1A) for $1,115,000.

· Discussed & recommended for funding the nutrition portion of the Market Research AR for $250,000  

Staff was also directed to develop an Attachment A for various programs to present to the Operating Committee.

Motion made by Pat Blum, seconded by T.B. Porter, passed, to accept the Joint Health Professional Influencers Subcommittee report.

Joint Food & Nutrition Issues Subcommittee chair Daniel Smith reported on the meeting of the subcommittee.  The subcommittee discussed the new partnership between USDA and the Naturally Nutrient Rich Coalition as well as the pending final rule for retail meat case nutrition labeling.  The subcommittee discussed and recommended for funding the Nutrition Guidelines portion (tactic 1B) of the Nutrition Influencers AR for $100,000.  

Motion made by Daniel Smith, seconded by Dan Peterson, passed, to accept the report of the Joint Food & Nutrition Issues Subcommittee.

Joint Youth Education & Information Subcommittee chair James Rhein reported on the meeting of the subcommittee.  The subcommittee discussed the on-going school environment research with a special discussion with CWNS member, Dayle Hayes who conducted the first round of research. The subcommittee discussed and recommended funding the Youth Education & Information AR for $650,000.  Staff was also directed to develop an Amendment A for the youth area for $500,000 to present to the Operating Committee.

4. Policy & Resolutions
No policy was brought forth to the committee for review.

5. Other Business

None brought forward for discussion.  The Today Show clip featuring Chef Richard Chamberlain and The Healthy Beef Cookbook was shown to committee members in case they missed it at the general session.
