1.  Call to Order 
The meeting of the Joint Youth Education and Information Subcommittee was called to order by Chairman Scott George at approximately 11:30 a.m. on Friday, February 2, 2007.

Guests attending: Dayle Hayes MS, RD, a CWNS member and expert on the school nutrition environment.  During the course of the meeting approximately 25 guests sat in on various parts of the agenda.
Scott George, chairman, welcomed attendees and explained that the purpose of the meeting was to review FY2007 programs and evaluate the current school nutrition environment and implications for youth programs.  
2. Youth Authorization Request Evaluation

Scott introduced Rich Otley, Director of Evaluations at the Cattlemen’s Beef Board, who reported on the Youth Authorization Request evaluation.  Rich encouraged the subcommittee to move the youth initiative forward by developing plans to reach youth with the beef nutrition message.  The research needed to support youth plans is now complete.
3. Approval of Minutes and Agenda

Following member and guest introductions, Scott called for corrections to the minutes from the meeting held July 12.  With none suggested, a motion was made by James Rhein, seconded by Juanita Reed-Boniface, and passed to approve the minutes as submitted.  
Scott asked for a review of the agenda.  A motion was made by Trudy Carey, seconded by Lucy Rechel, and passed to approve the agenda of the Joint Youth Education and Information Subcommittee meeting of February 2, 2007.
4.  Subcommittee Mission and responsibilities

Vice Chairman, Dianne Kirkbride, reviewed the mission and responsibilities of the subcommittee.  She explained that the subcommittee supports the nutrition strategy by providing strategic guidance for programs directed toward youth, particularly those within the school environment.
5.  Program Update
Betty Anne Redson, NCBA staff, provided an update on current youth programs as well as results from FY2006.  Areas discussed were:
· Status of classroom curriculum programs – Fueled for Flight, Celebrate America, Choose Well, Beef in Brief, MyPyramid and MyPyramid for Kids materials.  All materials are updated and currently in stock.  Staff is investigating opportunities for team-teaching opportunities between classroom teachers and registered dietitians.
· Youth nutrition materials – MyPyramid brochures, Power Up with Beef recipe brochure.  MyPyramid brochures are available to youth gatekeepers.  The new recipe booklet is the result of a partnership with the Texas Beef Council with buy-in opportunities for all state beef councils.     
· Status of the School Wellness Kit:  The School Wellness Kit, printed and distributed in FY2006, was well received by school officials addressing youth nutrition and obesity issues.  Since the subcommittee has determined that support for school wellness offers the best opportunities for delivering the beef nutrition messages, Scott asked that Dayle Hayes, MS, RD, author of the kit, review the purpose and background of the kit.  During the discussion, Dayle also updated members on the current school wellness environment and opportunities for beef.  
· The subcommittee discussed opportunities for collaboration with Dairy Management for funding school wellness efforts.  Members urged staff and all members to look for opportunities to jointly fund school wellness projects.

5.  School Nutrition and Wellness Study Report and Discussion
Betty Anne presented highlights from the recently completed School Nutrition Study.  This was a comprehensive market research study evaluating the overall environment for beef in all school functional areas.  School personnel included in the surveys included school foodservice directors, curriculum directors, principals, nurses, and elementary, middle and high school teachers.  The research validates program plans addressing school wellness and shows that most teachers have the flexibility to choose supplemental teaching materials for classroom use.  The study also shows the receptivity of school foodservice directors to beef-checkoff efforts providing school wellness information and nutritious beef recipes. 

6. Nutrition 2010 Roadmap

The Nutrition 2010 Strategy Statement remains as follows:  Strengthen beef’s position as a healthful food and as the premier nutritional protein in the minds of consumers.  A motion was made by Garry Wiley, seconded by Lucy Rechel, and passed to approve the following changes to the Nutrition 2010 Roadmap:

· Under the first bullet, “maintain or” was added to improve consumer perceptions …

· Under the third bullet, “Strengthen beef’s position” was changed to “Protect beef’s position.”   The first sub-bullet was previously written as “ensuring sat fat recommendation does not go below 10% of kcal.”  It now reads 7%.

· The very last bullet under Success in 2010 was added:  Mitigate and manage the impact of nutrition issues affecting beef.  
7.  Evolving Trends and Issues Affecting the Climate for Beef
Dianne led a discussion of trends and issues identified by the nutrition strategy team as important factors affecting the climate for beef.  The subcommittee agreed that the following should be considered while developing FY2008 youth programming.  Some are important considerations in that they can affect consumer attitudes towards beef and others have a more direct impact on youth programming.

A. School Wellness

The subcommittee identified school wellness as the most critical program factor affecting school programming.  At the summer meeting in July 2005, the subcommittee shifted the emphasis in youth programming to addressing school wellness issues.  This new program direction has been validated by the positive response to the check-off funded school wellness kit as well as the results of the recent extensive school environment market research.  The subcommittee approved planning the development and implementation of a comprehensive school wellness package addressing all audiences, utilizing the expertise of the Council for Women’s Nutrition Solutions (CWNS), and delivered in partnership with state beef councils.
B. Balance of Health and Taste in Foodservice

Since the youth subcommittee focuses on the school environment but can also reach gatekeepers through school-based programs, this trend affects programs reaching parents as well as school foodservice.

C. Health as Holistic

This trend does not have a direct impact but affects youth attitudes towards food.

D. Food Industry Production and Trust

This factor supports the importance of telling the production story to youth.

E. Marriage of Nutrition and Culinary

This is another trend that can affect school foodservice and youth attitudes about food.  The nutrition message, “the beef you love is good for you too” is applicable to all messages, recipes and menu ideas directed to school foodservice and parents.

F. Merging of Safety and Nutrition
Since safety and nutrition messages are being merged, youth programming should include beef safety in the “good for you” messages to schools and parents.

G. Natural/Organic = Healthy

The subcommittee identified this factor as affecting youth programs.  However, the subcommittee did not consider it a priority.  The recent school research did not indicate that this factor is affecting attitudes about beef in schools.

H. Protein Myths

Given the importance of protein intake to the physical and mental development of children, emphasis on beef as an excellent protein source should be part of programs.  Messages to school staff and parents can counter the misconception that Americans consume too much protein.

9.  School Program Discussion

In September, 2006, the subcommittee submitted an Attachment A to the FY2007 Authorization Request for additional funding to support a comprehensive school wellness package addressing all school audiences – students, staff, school foodservice, and parents.  Two of the additional components to complete the package were included in the basic Authorization Request.  They were a School Wellness Kit for School Foodservice and a Family Mealtime Kit to reach parents. The total Attachment A was not funded but an additional $50,000 was allocated to complete print production on the Family Mealtime Kit.  Dayle Hayes presented the outline and plans for the two new kits, School Wellness for School Foodservice and Family Mealtime.  The subcommittee discussed the components of the overall school wellness package and asked staff to further develop these plans and submit them to the subcommittee at the July meeting.  The subcommittee approved partnering with state beef councils and using CWNS members to deliver this comprehensive package to state-level professional education organizations.
10. Adjournment

There was no additional business.  Chairman Scott George thanked subcommittee members for their participation and reminded them to complete their meeting evaluations and their contact information cards.  The subcommittee adjourned at approximately 4:40 p.m. with a reminder to attend the Joint Nutrition and Health Committee meeting immediately following this meeting.
